Comprising three tracks, the sound compilation “The Man
Without a Horse” takes the audience on a laborious and
grueling hike on the uneven and muddy paths of time and
history. The man without a horse’s journey echoes all the
other hikes humanity has undertaken since its origins: exiles,
migrations, exoduses of populations displaced by war...

The track is punctuated with the sounds of footsteps, heavy
breathing, merchandise knocking together as it sways during
transportion on the roads. Ample and repetitive musical
chords dramatize the journey witnessed by the listener. A bell
resounds, perhaps tolling for the end of a fiction: that of man
mastering his horse, full of superiority with regards to nature
and any form of alterity.

Humanity has gone through the centuries proudly perched on
a horse that strongly influenced its history by enabling the
development of commerce, agriculture and military
conquests. Yet our times are witnessing the end of heroic
and chivalrous tales, patriotic justifications and wars of
conquest, and the necessity for humankind and individuals to
surmount obstacles and face their destiny alone.
