2011, sound compilation.

An acoustic performance created for the Working for Change
project (for the Moroccan pavilion at the 54th Venice
Biennale in 2011), the sound compilation “Lost Springs” was
aired in a warehouse on the island of Giudecca, a space for
encounters put at the disposal of artists from various
countries invited by “Apartment 22", where the question of
the role of artistic productions in social transformations was
addressed extensively.

“Lost Springs” evokes the Arab Springs and the protests that
erupted throughout Arab countries in 2010. The compilation
mixes together several sound sources taken from the
Internet: protesters’ cries, collectively expressed demands,
individual accounts by protesters interviewed in the media,
crowds murmuring, general brouhaha. Its sonic composition
evokes democratic aspirations, the relations between political
powers and populations, the practical consequences of these
revolutions on societies and politics in Arab countries.

The performance from which this compilation originated is
linked to the sculpture with the same title, censored at Art
Dubai in 2011, where the 22 flags of the Arab League
countries are lined up next to each other, hanging from the
tips of broom sticks. This piece also was a victim of
preventive censorship at the Havana Biennale, where the
selection committee asked the artist to propose a different
piece in its place.

The sound compilation “Lost Springs” takes the listener into
the streets, in the middle of the crowd. The performance
produces a critique of patriarchal powers, replaces the voice
of the people at the center of attention and makes the viewer
both a witness and a protester. Its title evokes a loss, a
