« Memorandum" is a video shot in 2006 during the exhibit

« Black Panther Party for Self Defense » in Paris. It records
the encounter and conversation between David Hilliard, a
member of the Black Panthers and one of the leaders of the
revolutionary movement, and the public, made up of art
lovers and young people from the suburbs of Paris. The
video shows the leader talking about the history of the party
and answering questions from the audience, while partially
hidden by the superimposition of photographs of FBI archive
documents and inquiry reports concerning the Black
Panthers, obtained by David Hilliard from the American
authorities following their declassification in 2004 that made
them public. The archives in question are extensively crossed
out and entire blocks of text disappear behind black pen
marks, clearly showing the traces of their content’s
censoring by the authorities. A soundtrack is played as the
introduction and conclusion to the video: a song called

« Black Panther » by folk singer Mason Jennings, singing
about the movement's fight for justice and denouncing the
criminal attitude of the American government and the police.

The video touches upon the history of segregation in the
United States through the relations between an authoritarian
government and a revolutionary movement and examines
how social justice and truth can emerge within a system that
rejects them. It also tries to connect a struggle related to a
particular time and society with the general aspirations of
young generations for social justice, especially in French
disadvantaged suburbs.

The crossing out of the text and partial hiding of the
characters in the video belong to an esthetic of veiling and
unveiling, of hiding and revealing, visible and invisible, known
and unknown, where dramatic contrasts translate the
difficulty of the fight and the censorship exercised by the

Lignes et texte masquent le visage de David Hilliard qui tente
de combler les lacunes de son histoire. Un jeune homme au
style hip-hop interroge : « Pourquoi les noms sont-ils
barrés? » « Pour qu’on ne sache pas qui nous a dénonces »,
explique Hilliard, « ils ont donc barré les noms pour qu'on ne
sache pas qui a parlé ». Il énonce les statistiques : « Vingt-
sept tués, quarante toujours en prison, neuf en exil... Tout le
monde est allé en prison, et I'on était content d'y aller car
sinon ils nous tuaient. » Le groupe a recu le statut d’'ONG a
Alger, reliant les Black Panthers a la région d’origine de
mounir fatmi. « Nous étions un mouvement mondial »,
explique Hilliard, « c’est pourquoi ils avaient peur de nous ».

government. The words disappear in large part under the
black lines and David Hilliard explains that only 200.000 of
the 3.000.000 documents produced by the FBI have been
published so far, representing only 5% of them. He also
explains by what means and ruses, through investigation and
by corroborating information, he and the other members of
the Black Panthers were able to reconstitute the whole
factual truth, in spite of the partial and fragmented documents
they had been provided. Truth and justice find their source in
a few words saved from oblivion and censorship, from the
testimony of one of the few people who managed to avoid
imprisonment, exile or political assassination —a common
practice in those days, and several members of the Black
Panthers were victims of it.

Memorandum is an archive video whose function is mostly
impressive: it revives the memory of social conflict, it
generates emotions, provokes the indignation of the viewers
and sparks their feeling of injustice, years after the facts.

Lines and text hide the face of David Hilliard as he tries to fill
the gaps in his history. A young man with a hip-hop style
asks him: « Why are the names crossed out? » « So that we
can’t know who denounced us », Hilliard explains, « they
crossed out the names so we don’t know who talked ». He
goes through the figures: « Twenty seven killed, forty still in
jail, nine in exile... Everyone was sent to jail, and we were
happy to go, because otherwise they killed us ». The group
was categorized as an NGO in Algiers, linking the Black
Panthers to mounir fatmi’s native region. « We were a global
movement », explains Hilliard, « which is why they were afraid
of us. » In his conversation with these young people from the
suburbs of Paris, Hilliard compares the Black Panthers with
the youth who participated in the riots in France the previous
spring: « We all want jobs, social security and education,
that's what brings us together ». « Memorandum » is a
document that aims to remember just causes and fight the
censoring and silencing of revolutionary movements pursued
by authoritarian regimes. Its goal is to keep younger
generations informed in order to enable the coordination of
potential militant actions.
