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“Aurélie Filippetti, Minister of Culture and Communication,
takes note of the decision of the artist Mounir Fatmi to
discontinue the exhibition of one of his works on the Pont
Neuf in Toulouse which formed part of the event “Printemps
de Septembre”.

Le Printemps de Septembre in Toulouse is one of the
emblematic exhibitions of contemporary art in France and
Aurélie Filippetti, Minister of Culture and Communication,
welcomed the influence of this event. As part of its 2012
edition and its theme ‘History is Mine !, the artist Mounir
Fatmi, during the “nocturnes”, proposed “Technologia”, a
projection in a public space making use of, among other
elements, passages from the Koran. His idea was a vibrant
and political homage both to light and Arabic calligraphy.
Faced with a certain incomprehension regarding the
projection of “Technologia” on the ground, Mounir Fatmi
decided to remove this piece from the event program. The
Minister takes note of this decision. The Minister
nevertheless wishes to reaffirm her support for artistic
creativity and freedom.”
