The multiple "Who is Joseph Anton", made in 2020, in a
limited edition of 99 editions, is a black and white photo on
Baryte paper, 30 x 40 cm.

"Who is Joseph Anton" is a series of photomontages using
portraits of the three writers Joseph Conrad, Anton Chekov
and Salman Rushdie.

Inspired by a meeting with Rushdie in Brussels during the
presentation of his autobiographical book "Joseph Anton",
fatmi creates images that reflect Rushdie's identity
transformation during the period in which he was forced to
hide under the pseudonym Joseph Anton. Using FBI portrait
technologies, photographs, drawings and scientific materials,
fatmi generates black and white images with a horrifying,
almost abstract appearance.

This series explores the concept of identity as fluid and
changing, interrogating the possibility of physically assuming
another identity and leaving open the question of where the
self ends and the other begins.
